C. What bias do you see in Pope Urban II's speech? (Think about: How does the pope talk about the
Muslims/Turks?) *bias — a perspective that favors one feeling/action/idea over others

6. Who was the monk who wrote about the attack on Jerusalem? What bias might show in his account of the
attack on Jerusalem?

7. What was the result of the First Crusade? Be specific! (Use the 3" link too, to get the whole picture)
