Mr. Perry
james.perry@glynn.k12.ga.us
Materials required

Goals

The purpose of this course is to help students gain a better understanding of the reasons for government and its place in our lives. We will focus on the role of government in history, and the organization and operation of local, state, and national government. Students will study the U.S. Constitution with emphasis on the legislative, executive, and judicial branches. The coursework is intended to enable students to become active citizens in the democratic process.
Assignments

There will be periodic quizzes and tests of many varieties. There will be daily class work, homework, or lecture notes.

Assessment Criteria

Quizzes and test will be announced in class prior to the test date (with the exception of a pop quiz). Class work and lecture notes will be taken for a grade; therefore, lack of participation can negatively affect the student’s grade.

Classroom Rules

Students are expected to follow the guidelines established by Glynn Academy High School laid out the Student Handbook. Phones and their use will NOT be allowed during class without teacher permission. 
Attendance/Make- up work/Late Work
Regular attendance is crucial for success. Students missing instructional time are required to seek out the missed work from Mr. Perry. Late work (meaning the student was in class that day but does not complete assignment) will not be accepted on a regular basis.
